To remain an active chapter in SCJ, you need to induct new members annually and elect officers
to conduct your business. Remember that individual prizes can only be awarded to inducted
members of SCJ. The contest has always been and continues to be for our own.

If your chapter has not inducted membersin the last three academic years, you are inactive. To
reinstate your chapter, send a $15 reinstatement fee and induct at least four new members to hold
chapter offices. Initiation forms may be found at our website: www.sgj.us.
